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Rules / Handicaps:

Three important topics for this edition of the newsletter (There’s a lot to read, but all
players are responsible for everything mentioned below and it will affect your
handicap)

1. Scoring for Match Play and Posting to GHIN

Un-played holes: if your match ends before the 18™ hole and you choose NOT to play
the hole, record ‘net par’ for those holes. Net Par means you look at the hole’s
handicap #. If it less than or equal to your course handicap for the day, then you
record a score of bogey. If the hole’s handicap is higher than your course handicap,
then you record par for the hole.

Example: The 18" hole at Lakewood is the #6 handicap hole. If your course handicap
for the round was 6 or higher, then you would record a 6 (bogey) as your score since
you ‘get a pop’ on that hole. If your course handicap is less than 6, then you would
record a 5 (par) since you don’t ‘get a pop’ on the hole. Do this for any unplayed holes

2. Conceded Holes:

If you don’t complete a hole due to concession, you must record (for GHIN purposes)
the score you ‘most likely’ would have gotten. Confer with you opponent to make sure
you agree. For example: your 10 foot putt is conceded — for GHIN purposes, count it
as a ‘2 putt’ since even the pros make less than 50% from that distance.

3. Score Posting on GHIN

You must post your match play (President’s Cup / Ryder Cup / etc.) score on the date
of play. Players who do not post will be assessed a ‘Penalty Round’ on your scoring
record. A penalty round (designated as “P” on GHIN) is a score posted equal to the
lowest differential on your current scoring record (last 20 rounds). Now that handicap
revisions take place daily, you must post on the date of the round so that your index is
updated the next morning. (You may recall GHIN used to only update on the 1t and
15™ of each month, but with daily revisions, the expectation is that scores are always
posted on the date of play).

4. New “Handicap Review” via GHIN
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Last fall GHIN (via USGA) released a new option for Handicap Committees to assess
the validity of a player’s handicap called “Handicap Review”. Hopefully you all know
that your index is based on the best 8 of your most recent 20 rounds in your ‘Scoring
Record’. The new Handicap Review process uses an algorithm to analyze all of your
posted rounds from the past 365 days and identifies any potential anomalies. The
program will then recommend either a 1 or 2 stroke deduction to your index. The
deduction is applied to each of your previous 20 rounds so that its effect is reduced
after each subsequent round posted. You can review the FAQs on the USGA

site here for more details. The LMGC Handicap Committee will begin utilizing this tool
in March, 2025. At this time, the system only allows clubs to review one player at time,
but the upcoming new version (USGA is calling it “Phase II”) will allow us to review
every member of the club at once. We will begin quarterly “Handicap Reviews” once
Phase Il is released.

The Ryder cup will begin when the president Cup matches near conclusion.
Lakewood is generous with the tee times they provide us but we can't have full fields
for both events on the same time. Hence there is not a firm starting date (yet) for the
Ryder cup. Fast becoming the most popular tournament the Ryder cup has the
comradery of match play with a partner. When the Ryder cup started two years ago it
was never thought there would be 64 teams but last year there almost were. Ask a
partner and be set when the field is open for registration (probably April).

The next time you play Lakewood take a moment to notice what a great golf course it
is. The grounds staff do an amazing job. The greens are rolling like a fancy country
club. People have complained about the sand traps and this is a legitimate concern,
please keep in mind the greenskeeper is well aware of the issue, as is the men's club.
There have been positive ideas flowing on how to correct the issue.

A reminder in the history of the game sand traps were referred to as hazards and to
be avoided. If a person is fortunate enough to ever play Pine Valley (always voted the
best golf course in the world, they would discover the sand traps aren't raked at all. A
ball can endup in a deep footprint.

The practice sand trap at Skylinks is one of the worst around, no sand, rock hard and
what looks like a terrible place to practice. One afternoon there was a crowd gathered
around that sand trap and an old man was giving a clinic, it was the US Open runner up
to Jack Nicklaus, Isao Aoki. Casually splashing shot after shot out of that pit with great
precision. He didn't complain, just swung smoothly. The lesson was simple, it can be
done.

e Tournaments fill up quickly - waitlist options are available on a first-come-first-serve
basis

Payment Requirements:
e Payment must be made by credit or debit card only (no cash or checks)

e All registered players will receive an invoice approximately one week after
registration opens

e Payment deadline is one day after registration closes. Players who do not pay by the
deadline will be removed from the event. No exceptions.

e If you cancel your registration and receive a refund, credit card processing fees are
non-refundable
